. A photocopy of your High School/GED transcripts or diploma must be submitted.(Official transcript is NOT necessary.)

. Applicants under the age of 18 must already have earned their high school or GED diploma, have parental
permission, and approval of AVTEC Administration, before acceptance into any program is granted.

. Prior to acceptance, all applicants must successfully complete a reading and math assessment that meets the chosen
program’s requirements.
